Warned King Hezekiah that someday Babylon would invade Jerusalem
and sent the people into exile including yours sons which will be
disgraced — Battle between Egypt and Babylonia

People sinned, worshiped idol god, turned to foreign piowers rather
than to God in times of need and had not kept the holy laws. — Because
of this, ‘the glory of the Lord left the Temple’.

VIEW

their eyes, pain, wellness, joys, failures, needs/wants, denials,
oppressions and cultural debri.

Children of Israel — in Captivity, stripped of freedom, priviledged
status demolished, depressed, Sacred Icons gone — could’t sing; God
had abandoned them, Hope had gone- All beliefs in Jehovah
shattered

Negroes in America — Never rebelled against God but the systems that
relegated them to second-class citizens.
